It seems there are many cats running free in
Knollwood Donnybrook these days. Residents
have called board members to report the num-
ber of cats running fr
gardens, sit under cars, chase other animals,
run in the street and risk getting hit by a car,
etc. Most cat owners think there is no law re-
quiring the owner to keep the cat inside or on a
leash. THINK AGAIN! The leash

laws apply to BOTH DOGS AND CATS. Pet

There is a $100 fine if your animal is not li-
censed.

There is a limit to the number of dogs allowed
per household...if you have more than three (3)
dogs, you need a kennel license. To obtain a
kennel license, contact Baltimore County Zon-
ing @ 410-887-3351.

Note: If an animal intrudes on your property,
contact Baltimore County Animal Control to
borrow a cage to trap the animal. At this time
there is a waiting list to supply a cage. You
may also rent a cage to trap the animal.

Once the animal is trapped, contact Baltimore
County Animal Control to have the animal re-
moved. They only remove cats, dogs and rac-
coons.

Animal Control suggests you set traps out Sun-
day evening to Thursday evening and call be-
fore 12:00

if there is an animal in the trap.

Master Plan
Every five years Towson University updates its master plan. Throughout the spring the
university has met with faculty, students, staff and the community to discuss their aca-
demic and physical environment objectives. The community has been quite vocal about
student rental housing in the Towson area and disruptive off -campus student behavior.
Highlights

1 The university will construct a stately official entrance on Towsontown Blvd.

1 A pedestrian bridge will be constructed over Osler Drive to allow easier access for

the students coming from the West Village housing area.

1 Enroliment on the Towson campus is projected to reach 25,000 by 2015. Enroliment
overall will reach 28,000 by 2015 with satellite campuses included.

1 An area for a Greek Village (fraternities and sororities) is being considered.

1 The university will encourage and expand the shuttle bus routes.

1 The university plans to increase the on -campus housing from 26% of their students

to 33%. The communities would like to this percent to be higher.

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Dog owners listen up

Dogs shouldn't be allowed to ride in truck beds where they may fall or jump out, or if
restrained, choke.
